Becker, a former Service Employ
International Union and AFL-CIO associate gen
counsel, has stated in the past that the NLRB shstuip
employers “of any cognizable interest in their emypkes’
election of representatives,” including the right file

objections to union misconduct or challenge the enak

of a proposed bargaining unit.

In a letter sent before the vote, ABC urged aheéers
to vote not to move forward with Becker's nominati
expressing concern over Becker's suggestion tha
NLRB should essentially overturn 60 years of latzov
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without Congressional approval.
